Erica’s sermon is called Making Miracles.

Please meet Rev. Beth and me out in front of the church; we’ll open the Zoom room at 
7:30 as the in-person group heads for the Common. In addition to lighting the traditional 
Canadian tree (7,000 lights!), more than 80 trees in the Common and the Public Garden 
will be illuminated!
