Long & Away is a viol consort specializing in early music. Viols, or 
violas da gamba, are early precursors to the modern violin family. 
Long & Away, founded in 2005, has performed across New England 
and New York. This spring, in celebration of its 10th anniversary, they 
released a CD of Samuel Capricornus’ sacred music. The ensemble’s 
name refers to the music of Orlando Gibbons, beloved composer of 
English viol consort music. 

The consort will present a concert in the chapel on June 10th as part 
of the Boston Early Music Festival, and will perform throughout the 
Sunday morning service on June 14th. The ensemble features Karen 
Burciaga, Jane Hershey, Anne Legêne, and James Williamson.
