Professor Alan Helms and Rev. Kim welcome you to the fifth installment 
of the Wednesdays Shakespearathon! Reading all 38 of Shakespeare‘s 
plays​ is admittedly a huge ambition, but Shakespeare is, by universal 
consent, not only the greatest writer in the English language, but one 
of the immortals of world literature. We’ll need patience with archaic 
language while attending to a plethora of footnotes (there’s no doing 
without them unless you live in a world where you cut your meat with a 
bodkin and your children say their orizons at bedtime).
