February 2015
Perhaps no other issue challenges our UU principles—to support 
human rights and social justice—than the Israeli Palestinian 
question. In a talk given during General Assembly last June, Rabbi 
Brian Walt said: “At its root it is a struggle insuring that everyone 
gets equal rights.” For those of you who are interested, a study 
group based on the UUJME (UUs for Justice in the Middle East) 
curriculum on Justice in Israel-Palestine will start in February 2015.  
This curriculum will connect questions raised by this conflict with 
each UU principle. We will meet six times, and we will determine the 
best time for us to meet.
