Channing: A Rededication

Sunday, October I ~ 2:00 pm, Mt. Auburn Cemetery, Cambridge
(meet at Story Chapel)

In the early nineteenth century, William Ellery Channing (born in 1780)
was the foremost Unitarian preacher in the U.S. and one of Unitarianism’s
leading theologians. He served this congregation from 1803 until his
death in 1842, when his parishioners erected a beautiful monument in his
honor at Mt. Auburn Cemetery. In recent years, his grave site had fallen
into disrepair. A recent campaign to restore it to its former glory was a
resounding success. Join Rev. Kim and Unitarian Universalists from across
the Commonwealth in a celebration of this critical restoration and of
Channing’s great legacy.
