were shipped to Cambodia, where they were distributed by a partner
organization to orphans and widows in 24 provinces there.

This year, Stop Hunger Now has mounted an Ebola crisis response,
and are shipping meals to West Africa. The first shipment arrived in
Sierra Leone in September, where markets had been shut down for
3 months and nearly half of the country had come to a standstill.
Future meal shipments as well as other critical supplies will go to
Liberia and Ghana.
