We can spend hours feeling hurried and harried, 
overwhelmed by chores and demands, distracted and burned out ... or we can 
awaken to life in Buddha Standard Time: the realm of timelessness where 
every choice, every action, and every breath can be one of renewal and infinite 
possibilities.
