Building Renovations Update — as of August 23rd

The Chapel de-leading has been completed and the Chapel is now in 
the process of being re-painted. The 351 Boylston Street entrance will 
remain open except when the 351 door area is painted. The Chapel 
and Nursery remain closed to programmatic activities. 

The three sets of exterior Great Doors have been repainted and kick 
plates will be installed shortly on the alley and Boylston Street doors. 

Work on new flooring for the Perkins Room and Program Office will 
begin shortly. We expect that work to be completed in advance of 
Homecoming Sunday.

The renovations to the Perkins Room, Program Office and Chapel 
areas are funded through a grant from the Cedar Tree Foundation 
and funds restricted to improvement of the Hunnewell Chapel.
