Its vivid characters, antic events, and hilarious satire make for 
compulsive reading. I know of no other American novel that is as 
much fun and also as profound as Huck Finn.”

Recommended text: The Norton Critical Edition of “The Adventures 
of Huckleberry Finn” (3rd edition). You’ll find cheap copies at Amazon 
and abebooks.com.
